The CQC has asked the Trust to respond on how it will address challenges around leadership, accountability 

and safety culture.The Trust is responding to the concerns raised by the CQC with the Board agreeing a quality and safety improvement plan.  The Trust has  considered and will implement a review of committee 

governance structures.
